The original Chupa Chups sales force was over 600 sales agents for 300,000 locations. This
amazing sales force sped across Europe to bring the good news and delicious taste of the
Chupa Chups lollipops to the masses. Without their dedication and excitement, there would
be no way the company could have grown to the massive size that it 1s today.

Sadly, the traditional wooden stick that was associated with Chupa Chups had to be
discontinued and replaced with a plastic one due to the lack of wood available in Spain.
